Draft Agreement on Co-operation between
the Hungarian Natural History Museum (Budapest, Hungary) and Ivan
Ogienko Kamianets-Podilskyi National University (Kamianets-Podilskyi,
Ukraine)

Ivan Ogienko Kamianets-Podilskyi National University (Ukraine) in the person of
rector academician Oleksandr Zavalnyuk, which acts on the bases of statute from one
side and Hungarian Natural History Museum, in the person of head Istvan Matskasi
from the other side agree to stimulate and mutually support co-operative relationship,
which will emphasise the development of collaborative educational and research
projects. Both institutes if higher education will encourage direct contact and co-
operation between their faculty members, departments, institutes and other research
centres subject to the provisions of this Agreement.

1. Within the fields of study to be mutually designated, Hungarian Natural
History Museum and the Ivan Ogienko Kamianets-Podilskyi National University
to the following general forms of co-operation:

e The exchange of academic and professional staff;

The exchange of scientific material;

Joint organization of courses, study tours, conferences and seminars;
Organisation of Joint Master Programmes and Doctoral Studies;

Joint research projects, including applications for governmental and
foundation funding;

e Other forms of co-operation of mutual interest.

2. Each institutes will name a liaison person who will be responsible for
coordinating activities related to this Agreement. On behalf of the Hungarian
Natural History Museum, Ph.D. Zoltan Barina and Daéniel Pifké shall be the
coordinating body. On behalf of Ivan Ogienko Kamianets-Podilskyi National
University head of natural faculty Ph.D. Mykola Matveev shall be the
coordinating body.

3. Terms of joint activities, the conditions for utilising the results achieved, and
arrangements for specific visits, exchanges and other forms of co-operation will
be negotiated for each specific activity. It is also understood that any financial
arrangements will be negotiated and agreed to in writing for each specific case
and will depend upon the availability of funds. Travel expenses for the academic
and research staff will be covered by the sending institute; living expenses
(accommodation and per day) by the receiving institute. The hosting faculties of
the institutes will provide for living expenses for incoming academic and
research staff and will provide for travel expenses for outgoing academic and




research staff according to the basic structural subsidiary principle of the
university and its faculties (which includes financial subsidiarity as well).

4. Exchange of academic staff, research scientists, yearly quotas, duration of their
stay will be defined in a separately prepared working programme. This working
programme can be rearranged every three years in accordance with the proposals
of the parties to meet the new demands and requirements.

5. The institutes stated that the medical insurance expenses during the stay will
be covered by participants in the exchange programme.

6. This Agreement will become effective upon the date of signature by the
representatives of the two institutes and acting during the term of five years.
After finishing the contract's function will automatically carry on for 5 years, if
none of the sides will express his opinion 3 month before the ends about the
function in written form.

The agreement drew up in two original copies in Ukrainian and English
languages, which have the same juridical force.
